
YEAR 6 PLAY COSTUMES 

 

The year six leavers play this year is called ‘Magpie Manor’ and has a 1920s 

theme. 

If possible, we would like the children to wear the following costumes: 

Older men will need to wear suits or smart trousers, shirts and if possible 

jackets. 

Older women will need gowns or pretty dresses in a 1920 style. 

Grandmama will need to dress in a 1920 style suited to an elderly lady. She 

needs a walking stick if possible. 

Flapper girls, Hi, Lo and Honey Devine will need traditional flapper dresses, 

headdresses and long beads. 

Honey will need a feather boa. 

Inspector Spectre will need a suit or smart trousers, shirt and jacket.  He will 

also need two identical ties. 

Scribble and Blot – bank workers (clerks) will both need a suit or smart 

trousers, shirt and if possible a jacket. 

Magpie Mac (magpie keeper) needs a scruffy black coat, black trousers and a 

battered black hat. 

Magpies need black and white t-shirts and black leggings. 

Servants will need traditional servants’ clothes for the ‘downstairs’ characters, 

including black trousers, waistcoats, caps etc. (Think Downton Abbey) 

Tradesmen will need to dress to represent their trade, e.g. butcher – butcher’s 

apron, baker – bakers hat etc. 

Guests will need to dress to represent their characters, e.g. bowler hat and 

cane for Charlie Chaplin; flying helmet and goggles for Alcock and Brown etc.
