On Tuesday 21st May we will be taking Year 3 to visit the Sikh Gurdwara in Slough as part of our 

RE topic on Sikhs.  Throughout the year the children have been learning about how Sikhs show 

their commitment to God through the Amrit ceremony.  They have looked at how they worship and 

how sharing with others in the Langer, (free Kitchen) is an important part of their beliefs.  All these 

things are done at the Gurdwara, the Sikh place of worship.

The total cost of the trip is £8.00, which covers the price of the coach.  The meal is being paid for 

by the school.

We would 

be really grateful for your help and if you are able to do so please indicate this on the reply slip.  

Due to the nature of this trip we would hope to be able to include your child in the group of children 

you will accompany.
